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PHARMACY RESPONSE NETWORK 

Michigan Pharmacists Association (MPA) and Pharmacy PAC are looking for individuals who wish to take a proactive stance in the advancement of pharmacy and health-related issues.  The Pharmacy Response Network (PRN) is a very effective way for you to become involved with minimal time requirements. 

How PRN Works
PRN is comprised of volunteers who respond to legislative “call to action” alerts sent to them via e-mail.  MPA examines all legislation, proposed and otherwise, that has the potential to impact pharmacy. Information pertaining to this legislation is then posted on MPA’s online Legislative Action Center. PRN members are asked to contact legislators to either bolster support for a bill, or bring awareness of the negative impact the proposed legislation will have on pharmacy and the citizens of Michigan.  

How Much Time Is Required?

Becoming a PRN volunteer requires very little time and can deliver huge dividends for the profession of pharmacy. If called upon to respond to a legislative call to action, it will take less than five minutes to log onto our Legislative Action Center, click the appropriate link and forward a response to your legislator. 

How Do I Become a Member of PRN?
