Criteria: The Leadership Conference participants will be selected by MPA on the basis of the following considerations: 1) leadership potential 2) involvement in college student activities and/or professional organizations and 3) community activities. Previous participants are not eligible. Membership in MPA is not a requirement for selection, but is preferred.
